But rocks
do form, erode, and reform in an endless cycle. Igneous, sedimentary, and metamorphic
rocks can erode and form into new sedimentary rocks. All three types of rocks can melt,
creating new igneous rocks. All rocks under intense stress can become metamorphigfocks.
